Speaker: William R. Graves, Ph.D.

Dirca occidentalisgs a fascinating and endearing species
endemic to specialized niches from Stevens Creely@a
in Santa Clara County, up the Peninsula, to the BEag,
and ranging as far north as near Bodega in Sonauatg.
Commonly called Western leatherwood, shrubs of this
species form beautiful flowers during the wint&nr.
Graves will present his most recent research figlon the
reproduction, survival, propagation, and genetiediity of
this rare and somewhat secretive species. Thieptation
will enhance your appreciation of a unique memler o
California's flora through a synthesis of dataectid in a
host of ways, ranging from digging holes in soiDiNA
analysis in a laboratory.

Bill Graves was raised in the Chicago area andvede
B.S. and M.S. degrees from lowa State Universityan
Ph.D. from Purdue University. Now a Professomhia t
Department of Horticulture, Bill teaches and cortduc
research on ecologically threatened trees and shridb's
particularly interested in rare taxa with desirable
horticultural traits and in the role that horticuk can play
in conserving threatened species. His most ragerk
focuses omirca spp. (leatherwoods), including our local

Edgewood Habitat Restoration:
2005 in Review By Ken Himes

Volunteers contributed 2762 hours towards contrglli
invasive plants at Edgewood County Park and Natural
Preserve in 2005. This amount surpasses our prehigh
of 2549 hours in 2004. But are we making progrethe
answer varies depending on which species are anesid

Abundant rainfall, well spaced and occurring ovéoray
season made for ideal growing conditions for nadine
non-native species in 2005. Although, it was ohéhe
better wildflower viewing seasons, Italian and gelistar-
thistle plants rebounded with densities not seeseureral
years.

We definitely lost ground to Italian thistl€arduus

meadows near the west kiosk. This year, bristjamgue,
Picris echioidesand bull thistleCirsium vulgare continue
to have reduced densities. There are now vigostarsls
of California oatgrass, visible from the Edgewoadill
near the west kiosk.

The verdict is still out regarding our efforts tontrol
French broomGenista monspessulandive to ten years
after removing adult plants at sites in Edgewood,
germinated seedlings are still coming up like daran
lowa field. | have heard that seeds can remaibleifor up
to 70 years. Although we have cleared a totaivef &nd
one-half acres of broom plants, these sites amolypeans
restored. We do hope to continue these efforts at
Edgewood for years to come. This is critical if are to be
successful in our eventual control of French broom.
