Uses archival photographs, newsreel footage, and interviews to chronicle the quest by
black South Africans for economic viability and individual freedom.

Maids and Madams

In South Africa female black domestic workers are called maids and the white women
who employ them are called madams. In this film both maids and madams talk open-
ly about their daily lives, their responsibilities, their attitudes toward racism and their
interrelationships. The film also discusses efforts to improve living and working stan-
dards for the maids and some of the organizations involved in this work, such as the
Black Sash Society, the South African Domestic Workers Association (S.A.D.W.A.) and
the Centres of Concern. Pitted against a repressive social system, women are portrayed
as the prime movers for change.
