Counter-Leadership Targeting

“What motivates them [Soviet decision makers] most… is their personal power in a way that is not easily understood by someone who has come up through the American system… In a time of great crisis, what they must need to be deterred by is the thought that their power structure would not survive.  That is even more important to them than their personal survival or the survival of 10, 20 or 30 million, or even 50 million of their countrymen.”
