	CORPORATISM
	MONISM

	Individuals
	act in their own interest; are autonomous
	can only fulfill themselves in a community, or as part of a functionally-specified group
	can only fulfill themselves in a society constituted by the entire state population

	Private Groups
	voluntarily joined; cross-cutting membership; self-regulating
	are natural and have a proper organic function
	ought to be disbanded

	The State
	administers and regulates; impartial
	has purpose, a teleology, as the central nervous system of the body politic
	has initial purpose; when fulfilled, it will wither

	Central Authority
	Hidden hand obviates need for direction
	Creates order and harmony
	Harmony achieved only when all private interests are eliminated

	State Relations with Private Groups
	Unchartered; autonomous from state
	Chartered to play their proper role
	Groups are threatened by the state

	Role of Elections
	Determining of state authority; territorial based; one person, one vote
	Partially determining of state authority; functional representation.
	Mechanism of mobilizing popular support for state authority
