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(1) Construct a Table with three columns. The first column should list the five countries that we have studied in this course. The second column should give a value for that country on the variable “linguistic homogeneity of the population”. The third column should give the principal evidence supporting your coding on this dependent variable.

(2) Take two countries from this list with different values on the dependent variable. Evaluate the explanatory power of the various independent variables that might explain the different values on the dependent variable. Be sure to identify the independent variable that you find to be the most successful in accounting for variation on the dependent variable.

(3) Construct a graph, in which the dependent variable is on the “y” axis, and the most successful independent variable that you have identified in (2) is on the “x” axis. Plot all five countries on this graph. Evaluate the success of your independent variable chosen in (2) in light of this new evidence. Discuss how any anomalies might be addressed by your chosen theory.

(4) Conclude with a summary of your results.

This paper should be about 2000 words, plus a Table and a Graph. It is due Monday, December 3, by 4PM at the political science office on the 4th floor of Encina Hall.
