Title: How did North Korea get the bomb and will it give it up?

Abstract: On Oct. 6, 2006, North Korea detonated a nuclear device and declared itself a nuclear power. A few months later it returned to the negotiating table. Since then it shut down its nuclear production complex and began to disable its facilities on the way to fulfilling a six-party agreement to denuclearize the Korean Peninsula. However, it has now slowed down its efforts because it claims that the United States and other parties have not met their obligations. I will discuss how North Korea got the bomb and the prospects of giving it up based on my visit to North Korea in February.
