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Executive Summary

This report summarizes Census 2000 data on households, and families in the ten largest cities of the
San Francisco Bay Area, noting differences across race groups when possible. Cities considered in
this brief include: San Jose, San Francisco, Oakland, Fremont, Hayward, Sunnyvale, Concord,
Vallejo, Daly City, and Berkeley.

Of the ten largest cities in the Bay Area, Oakland has the largest percentage of Black householders
(37.6), Daly City has the largest percentage of Asian householders (44.3), and Hayward has the
largest percentage of Latino householders (24.7).

In terms of family households (those in which the people living together are related by birth,
marriage, or adoption), Berkeley (41.5) and San Francisco (44.1) have the smallest percentages,
especially compared to Fremont which has the highest percentage (76.5). The majority of
households in Berkeley and San Francisco are instead occupied by one person or multiple persons
who are not family.

Oakland has the largest percentage of single adult headed families (both female and male) and the
smallest percentage of married couple families of the ten cities considered in this report.

Examining data on families and households by race across the ten largest cities in the Bay Area, this
report details differences in family and household sizes, the prevalence of various family types, and
the presence of children within them. Example findings include.

Family Type—ILarger percentages of Asian and White families are married couples, especially
compared to Black families. Conversely, a larger percentage of Black families are female-
headed with no spouse present, compared to Asian and White families.

Presence of Children—Among matried couples, White families tend to be the least likely to
have children living with them, and “Some Other Race” and Latino families are among the
most likely. Of families headed by a single adult (female or male) with no spouse present,
Asian families tend to be the least likely to have children present; in the case of families
headed by women with no spouse present, small percentages of White families have children
present, while “Some Other Race” families are among the most likely.

Family Size—On average, families (and households) headed by a White householder tend to
be the smallest, followed by those with Black householders. The largest family (and
household) sizes across are seen in those headed by householders who identify as “Some
Other Race,” Latino, or Pacific Islander.
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
