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Poverty rates provide a perspective on the economic well-being of groups and individuals. In this
report, Census 2000 data for California are examined with regard to poverty rates by race.
Poverty, as measured on the 2000 Census, was determined based on responses to the long-form
questions about income types and amounts during 1999. In accordance with the U.S. Office of
Management and Budget (OMB) Directive 14, the Census Bureau uses these income data in
conjunction with poverty thresholds, set annually by the federal government, to determine who is
“poor.” These thresholds vary depending on family size and composition (see Table 1 for 1999
thresholds), though they are not adjusted for geographic differences in the cost of living. It should
also be noted that poverty thresholds are used for statistical purposes only, not for administrative
purposes such as determining financial eligibility for federal programs, which instead rely on
poverty guidelines (U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, 1999).

The federal government’s official definition of poverty was first developed in 1964 by the Social
Security Administration (SSA) and was based primarily on food consumption. Using data about
the nutritional needs of children and adults, the U.S. Department of Agriculture created food
plans for families of various sizes and compositions, assigning dollar amounts to then be used in
determining whether a family (or individual) was living “below the poverty level.” Since the first
official definition of poverty, three main changes have been made and implemented since 1980: no
longer is a distinction made between thresholds for families headed by a female with no spouse
present and other families; no longer is a distinction made between farm families and non-farm
families; and the calculated poverty thresholds were extended to include families with nine or
more people, rather than seven or more (U.S. Department of Commerce, Bureau of the Census,
2002).

The first section of this report briefly compares poverty levels in California and in the United
States. Sections that follow focus on poverty rates within the state, summarizing them by nativity
and citizenship status, age, and family type, as well as by race.



Poverty Rates in California and the United States

According to 2000 Census data, 14.2 percent of California’s population lives below the poverty
line set by the federal government, a slightly higher rate than that of the overall U.S., 12.4
percent. Compared to 1990, the California poverty rate has increased from 12.5 percent, though
the U.S. poverty rate has declined from 13.1 percent. As shown in Table 2, foreign born residents
of California are more likely than those born in the U.S. to be living below poverty, 19.1 and 12.5
percent, respectively. Of the foreign born population in California, those who are naturalized
citizens are less likely to be living in poverty (10.6 percent) than those who are not citizens (24.5
percent).

Poverty rates also vary by age, both in California and in the U.S. as a whole. For example, in
California, almost one in five children (19.5 percent) live below poverty, compared to 13 percent
of adults ages 18 to 64, and 8.1 percent of adults ages 65 and older (see Figure 1). Compared to
national poverty levels, California has higher rates for children under age 18, and adults ages 18 to
64, but a lower rate for adults ages 65 and older.

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When state poverty rates are compared by family type, married couples are the least likely to be
living in poverty, at 6.8 percent, contrasted with 25.0 percent of female-headed families with no



spouse present and 15.0 percent of male-headed families with no spouse present'. Figure 2
illustrates that a similar pattern holds for the overall U.S., though the national poverty rates are
lower for male-headed families with no spouse and married couples and slightly higher for female-
headed families with no spouse.

Though race and poverty rates will be examined more closely later in this report, Figure 3
illustrates overall poverty rates for each group in California and the U.S.. As shown, poverty
rates are highest for American Indians, Blacks, Latinos, and people identified on the census as
Some Other Race (ranging from 21.9 to 24 percent in the state), lowest for Whites and
Asians/Pacific Islanders (7.8 and 12.9 percent, respectively), and intermediate for people identified
with Two or More Races (16.8 percent). It should be noted that the single-race designations

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identified as Some Other Race (21.5), Latino (19.5), Black (18.7), or American Indian (18.6) are
more likely to be living below poverty (rates in parentheses) than families with householders who
identified as White (5.0) or Asian/Pacific Islander (9.8). Families headed by individuals who
identified with Two or More Races had an intermediate poverty rate (15.9).

Poverty rates also differ between family types—i.e., married couples, female-headed families with
no spouse, and male-headed families with no spouse. Figure 7 displays levels of poverty for each
family type in California broken down by race. In these analyses, race of the householder is used
as a proxy for race of the family since these are the only race-specific family poverty data
currently available from the Census Bureau. It should be kept in mind that there are a number of
families for whom the race of the householder is not representative of all its members. Female-
headed families with no spouse present have the highest rates of poverty across race populations,
ranging from 15.6 percent for “White” families to 38.9 percent for “Some Other Race” families.
The other two family types considered in these analyses have lower poverty rates though with the
same low and high endpoints: “White” and “Some Other Race” families, respectively. Male-
headed families with no spouse present have poverty rates between 9.2 to 21.6 percent, and
married couples have rates between 2.8 and 16.4 percent.

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Summary Findings
