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This report summarizes Census 2000 data on housing occupancy, households, and families in the
San Francisco Bay Area, noting differences across race groups when possible. It provides a
snapshot of how people are living within households and families, the average sizes of these groups,
and the presence of children within them. Counties considered in this brief include: Alameda,
Contra Costa, Marin, San Francisco, San Mateo, Santa Clara, and Solano.

The census definitions below are referenced throughout this report (Population Reference Bureau &
the Annie E. Casey Foundation, 2001):

Housing Unit: A house, an apartment, a mobile home or trailer, a group of rooms, or a single room
occupied as a separate dwelling.

Household: One or more people occupying a housing unit as their usual place of residence; the
occupants may be a single family, one person living alone, two or more families living together, or
any other group of related or unrelated people who share living arrangements.

Family: A householder and one or more other people living in the same household who are related
by birth, marriage, or adoption.

Householder: The person, or one of the people, who own or rent the home. If there is no such
person present, any household member 15 years old or over can serve as the householder for the
purposes of the census.

Also important to note, the federal government continues to collect data about race and
Hispanic/Latino origin in separate questions of the decennial survey. Census data on households
and families have been tabulated with information about race and Hispanic/Latino origin separately
by the Census Bureau and are presented as such in this report.

Housing Occupancy

Census 2000 data regarding housing occupancy confirm what anyone who has house- or apartment-
hunted in the Bay Area in the last few years knows—the housing market is a tight one'. Overall, the
vacancy rate for the seven counties considered in this report is only 3.1 percent. Table 1
summarizes rates of housing occupancy and vacancy in Bay Area counties, including types of
occupied housing (owner vs. renter) and types of vacant housing (for sale, for rent, etc.). Across the
counties, vacancy rates are low, ranging from 2.3 percent in Santa Clara to 4.9 percent in San
Francisco. In April 2000, when census data were collected, only 0.4 percent of the total Bay Area
housing stock was for sale, and 1.0 percent was for rent. In California statewide, the vacancy rate is
5.8 percent, with 0.8 percent of the housing stock for sale and 1.6 percent available for rent.

1 Of course, recent changes in the economy have impacted the Bay Area housing market. Though vacancy rate estimates
for January 2001 calculated by the California State Department of Finance, Demographic Research Unit (July 2001),
seem to be similar to those evident from the Census 2000 data, information on home sales compiled by the Silicon
Valley Association of Realtors (October 2001) gives a more detailed picture of shifts in the the home buyers’ market.

For example, in Santa Clara and San Mateo counties, median home prices peaked around February of 2001 and seem to
be on the decline. In addition, since the census data were collected in April of 2000, the number of home sales per
month and the average length of time homes are on the market have decreased (as of October 2001).

The majority of housing units in the Bay Area are owner-occupied in all of the counties except San
Francisco, which has a lower owner-occupancy rate of 35 percent and a higher renter-occupancy
rate of 65 percent. As data presented throughout this report will further illustrate, San Francisco
County seems to differ markedly from other Bay Area counties in terms of its demographics
regarding households and families. It not only has a much larger percentage of renters, it also has
the smallest average household size, the smallest percentage of families, and the smallest percentages
of children present in households and families among all the Bay Area counties.

Households

Examining household types and average sizes provides aview of how people are living together in
the Bay Area. Census 2000 data currently available indicate the percentages of households that are
occupied by one person, two or more person non-families, and two or more person families—as
displayed in Figure 1. Of the Bay Area counties, San Francisco has the largest percentage of 1-
person and non-family households: 38.6 percent of units house one person, and 17.3 percent house
two or more people who are not family members, totaling 55.9 percent. Solano County is home to
the largest percentage of families in the Bay Area (74.7). This is noticeably different from San
Francisco where only 44.1 percent of its units house families. [The total number of households for
each Bay Area county is included in the first row of Table 4, presented later in this report.]

We can also consider the percentage of households in the Bay Area headed by persons of each
race—as defined by the Census Bureau, including categories for White, Black, American Indian,
Asian, Pacific Islander, Some Other Race, and Two or More Races. It should be kept in mind that
the “householder” title is simply designated to whoever completed the census survey or was the first
person listed on the form. It does not necessarily indicate sole or primary ownership or renter
status.

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When households of the Bay Area are classified by race of householder in Figure 2, Marin County
has the largest percentage of White householders, 89.7, especially compared to Alameda with 55.6
percent. Of the Bay Area counties, San Francisco and Santa Clara have the largest percentage of
Asian householders: 24.1 and 22.6 percent, respectively. And, Alameda and Solano counties have
the largest percentage of Black householders: 16.0 and 14.7 percent, respectively.

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In Figure 2, race groups representing small percentages of householders have been combined for
ease of data presentation. Pacific Islander has been combined with Asian; and Two or More Races
and American Indian are merged as an “Other” type of category.

Taking into account census data regarding Latino origin, presented in Table 2, Santa Clara County
has the largest percentage of Latino householders in the Bay Area, 16.0. By contrast, only 6.2
percent of housing units are headed by a Latino householder in Marin County. In addition, the
percentage of White householders in each county is lower when only those who identified as White
and not Latino ate counted. For example, the percentage of White/Not Latino householders for
Marin is 86.4 percent and 49.9 percent for Alameda.

Of course, to contextualize these data regarding race of householder, it helps to consider the racial
composition of the counties, presented in Table 3. As illustrated, these data regarding race of
householders somewhat mirror the racial composition of each Bay Area county. However, the
percentages of White households are higher than the percentages of Whites in each county, and the
percentages of Asian, Latino, and “Some Other Race” households are lower than the percentages of
each of these groups in each county.

Household sizes vary slightly across counties in the Bay Area. Table 4 presents the average
household sizes overall as well as by race (of the householder). Examining the overall averages, San
Francisco (2.30) and Marin (2.34) have the smallest household sizes and Solano (2.90) and Santa
Clara (2.92) have the largest. The last column of Table 4 also includes California state data,
indicating that the average household size statewide is 2.87 persons.

To help illustrate variations in household sizes across race groups, Figure 4 graphs aggregated
averages across all seven Bay Area counties considered in this report. On average, households
headed by Whites and Blacks are the smallest, with 2.41 and 2.60 persons respectively. Households
headed by Pacific Islanders (3.97) and those who identified with “Some Other Race” (4.26) are the
largest. Taking into account census data regarding Hispanic/Latino origin, Latino-headed
households are also on the larger end of the spectrum in the Bay Area, with an average household
size of 3.88 persons. Also worth noting is the slight decrease in average household size for White-
headed households (2.30) when one only counts those who identified as White and not Latino.

Families

Since the majority of households in the Bay Area are families (with the exception of San Francisco
County), it is important to take a closer look at how people are living within them. Similar to the
Census 2000 data available about households, family type, average family size, and the presence of
children within families can be examined.

Figure 3 displays the percentage of families in the Bay Area, by the race of the householder. [The
total number of families for each Bay Area county is included in the first row of Table 6, presented
later in this report.] These data indicate that, as with households, the largest percentage of families
with a White householder in the Bay Area is in Marin County, at 88 percent. In contrast, of the
families in San Francisco County, only 45.6 percent have a White householder. The largest
percentages of families with an Asian householder are in San Francisco (36.0) and Santa Clara (25.7)
counties, though Alameda and San Mateo have fairly large percentages as well. The largest
percentages of families with a Black householder are in Alameda (15.1) and Solano (14.8) counties.

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Considering these data for householders of Hispanic/Latino origin in Table 5, Santa Clara (18.8) and
San Mateo (17.5) counties have the largest percentage of such families and Marin County (8.0) has
the smallest. As with the data on households, the percentage of families with a White householder
decrease slightly when you only count householders who identified as White and not Latino. For
example, the percent for Marin goes down to 84, and the percent for San Francisco declines to 40.
Again, it helps to consider the overall racial composition of each county, summarized in Table 3,
when classifying these data by race of householder—as they tend to mirror each other.

Table 6 presents the average family sizes for each Bay Area county overall and by race (of the
householder). As with the average household sizes, there are slight variations across counties.

Opverall, Marin has the smallest average family size (2.90) and Santa Clara the largest (3.41). The

other five Bay Area counties cluster between 3.22 and 3.33 persons per family, on average.

Figure 4, mentioned eatlier in this report, displays average family (and household) sizes across race
groups. Taking into account data from all seven Bay Area counties, the aggregate average family
sizes are presented by race of the householder. As with households, families headed by White (3.02)
and Black (3.23) householders are the smallest and those headed by “Some Other Race” (4.40) and
Pacific Islander (4.43) householders are the largest.

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Taking into account information regarding Hispanic/Latino origin, families headed by Latino
householders are at the larger end of the spectrum in terms of size, with an average of 4.14 persons
per family. Again, similar to the data on household size, average family size is lower for those
headed by a White householder when you only consider those who identify as White and not Latino,
down to 2.90 from 3.02.

Table 7 shows the prevalence of three family types—married couple, male householder with no
spouse, and female householder with no spouse—and the percentage of these families with children
under age 18 present in the home?, for each Bay Area county. The first column contains
information about each county overall, while the others contain more specific data by race (of
householder). The composition of families across all seven Bay Area counties is 76.1 percent
married couples, 16.9 percent female-headed households with no spouse, and 7.0 percent male-
headed households with no spouse.

Figures 5-7 help to summarize the information from Table 7. In Figure 5, the percentages of each
family type are depicted by the race of the householder for the seven Bay Area counties altogether.
These data indicate a much higher percent of Asian (80.9) and White (80.2) families are married
couples, especially compared to Black families (46.4). Conversely, a larger percentage of Black
families (44.0) are female-headed with no spouse present, compared to Asian (12.7) and White (13.9)
families.

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To consider the presence of children in families and households of the Bay Area, Figure 6 illustrates
these percentages for each county. In general, smaller percentages of families and households in San
Francisco County contain children under age 18 compared to other Bay Area counties, and Solano
has the largest percentages.

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Figure 7 illustrates the presence of children in families, depending on the race of the householder.
Graphed here are the aggregate percentages of families in the seven Bay Area counties with children
for each race (as defined by the race of the householder).

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These data show that—among married couples in the Bay Area—White families are the least likely
to have children under 18 present (at 42.7 or 40.8 percent, depending on whether Latino origin
responses are included), and Latino and “Some Other Race” families are the most likely, at 66.4 and
72.8 percent, respectively. Of families which are headed by women with no spouse present, Asian
families are the least likely to have children present, at 40.1 percent; and “Some Other Race” families
are the most likely, at 63 percent. Similarly, of families headed by men with no spouse present,
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Asian families, again, are the least likely to have children present, at 25.7 percent; all the other race
groups have similar percentages of male householder families containing children, ranging from 43.7
to 49 percent.

Summary Findings

Vacancy rates are low in the Bay Area: overall, 3.1 percent of housing units were vacant
when census data were collected in April 2000; rates for individual Bay Area counties range
from 2.3 percent (in Santa Clara) to 4.9 percent (in San Francisco). Statewide, the vacancy
rate in California is 5.8 percent.

Average household sizes in the Bay Area are the largest in Santa Clara (2.92) and Solano
(2.90) counties and the smallest in San Francisco (2.30) and Marin (2.34) counties.
Statewide, the average household size in California is 2.87 persons.

Average family sizes in the Bay Area are the largest in Santa Clara (3.41) and the smallest in
Marin (2.90). Statewide, the average family size in California is 3.43 persons.

The largest percentage of family households (meaning households in which people who are
related by birth, marriage, or adoption are living together) in the Bay Area is in Solano
County, at 74.7 percent, this especially contrasts with San Francisco, in which only 44.1
percent of households are families. Examining the presence of children in families, the
largest percentage was in Solano County (53.4) and the smallest was in San Francisco County
(37.7).

San Francisco differs from other Bay Area counties in terms of its demographics regarding
households and families. It has the smallest average household size in the Bay Area and is
home to the largest percentage of 1-person and non-family households—together these
household types account for 55.9 percent of homes in the county. San Francisco also has
the highest renter-occupancy rate, 65 percent, in the Bay Area and the lowest owner-
occupancy rate, 35 percent. These occupancy rates differ markedly from those for the other
six Bay Area counties as well as for California overall. In addition, of all the Bay Area
counties, San Francisco has the smallest percentages of households and families with
children present.

Census 2000 data on families and households by race across the seven Bay Area counties
reveal differences in family and household sizes, the prevalence of various family types
(married couple, single female householder, single male householder), and the presence of
children within them. In the points below, race of householder is used as a proxy for the
race of the family’.

3 While there are certainly problems with using “race of the householder” as a proxy for race of the family—since there
are many families in which members are not all of the same race—this is the way the data on households and families are
compiled by the Census Bureau and therefore are presented as such in this report.
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Family Type—Larger percentages of Asian (80.9) and White (80.2)* families are married
couples, especially compared to Black (46.4) families. Conversely, a larger percentage of
Black families are headed by single females, 44.0 percent, compared to only 12.7 percent of
Asian and 13.9 percent of White families.

Presence of Children—Of married couples in the Bay Area, “Some Other Race” families are the
most likely to have children under 18 present in the home, at 72.8 percent, and White
families are the least likely, with 42.7 percent’. Of households headed by single females,
“Some Other Race” families are, again, the most likely to have children present at 63
percent. And among households headed by single females or single males, Asian families are
the least likely to have children present, at 40.1 and 25.7 percent, respectively.

Family Size—On average, White (3.02)° and Black (3.23) families are the smallest in the Bay
Area, and Pacific Islander (4.43) and “Some Other Race” (4.40) families are the largest.
Latino families are also fairly large, compared to other race groups in the Bay Area, with an
average size of 4.14 persons. These trends also hold true if you consider average household
sizes across race groups in the Bay Area.
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4This percentage is slightly larger if you only count householders who identified as White and NOT Latino: 81.3%.

5 Again, this percentage is slightly different if you only count householders who identified as White and NOT Latino: 40.8%.
