Conference Background

In 1986, several Black physics graduate students from MIT and Harvard decided to address the issue of the
continuing paucity and isolation of African Americansin thefield of physics by organizing aconferencefor Black
graduate and undergraduate physics students. The goals of the conference were to (a) develop a network within
the Black physics community, (b) make Black students in physics, particularly at the graduate level, aware of
academic and professional opportunities, and (c) bring important issues and developments in the field to the
attention of these students. By providing the opportunity to share experiences and learn from each other, the
National Conference of Black Physics Students was and is an important step toward encouraging Black students
to successfully pursue careers in physics. In addition to the NCBPS returning to Stanford University after 9
years, the conference has been previously hosted by such fine institutions as Massachusetts I nstitute of Technol-
ogy, Howard University, Southern University, Hampton University, Michigan State University, Georgia Institute
of Technology, The American Physical Society/University of Maryland, Fisk University, the University of Ken-
tucky, the University of California, Berkeley, and North Carolina A& T State University.
