Round 7
1. It mentions someone who “has got to be insane,” and contains the mysterious line “They say the spell that he was under the lightning and the thunder knew that someone had to stop the rain.”  It was the fifth track on its band’s tenth studio album, on which it follows a song called “Monkey On My Back.”  The title figure’s “whole world” is said to have “come undone” from looking straight at the sun, and her “dog day” is said to have “just begun.”  The title object is used to deliver the title character’s “last I.O.U.,” and after she is arrested a man who “had it comin’” is found underneath a train.  FTP, name this 1989 single about a girl who takes revenge on an abusive father, a hit from the album Pump by Aerosmith.

ANSWER: “Janie’s Got a Gun”

2. His first live comedy CD, A Little Off the Top, has recently been released.  In a 1999 comedy that asked the question “What would happen if your wife said yes to a menage-à-trois and loved it,” The Sex Monster, he played Dr. Jerry Berman.  He was National Security Advisor Stuart Smiley in Michael Moore’s 1995 smash hit Canadian Bacon, while his more recent roles include Lorne Daniels in Juwanna Mann and Lazlo in The Whole Ten Yards.  In better known roles, he played Todd Hockney and Lieutenant Sam Weinberg.  FTP, name this actor who appeared in The Usual Suspects and A Few Good Men.

ANSWER: Kevin Pollak
3. In 1981 a squad led by Leo Rautins and Danny Schayes finished as runners-up in the NIT.  Guards Jim Lee and Rudy Hackett led the backcourt for its 1975 Final Four team.  Its teams once played at the Manley Field House, where they had their 57-game home winning streak snapped by Georgetown, and were coached by men like Lou Andreas and Roy Danforth.  The recent incoming class boasts enough talent in Paul Harris to create expectations among fans that the success of teams led by the likes of Jason Hart, Etan Thomas, Lawrence Moten, and Hakim Warrick will continue at the Carrier Dome.  FTP, name this university that won its only NCAA basketball title with Carmelo Anthony as the leading scorer and Jim Boeheim as the coach.

ANSWER: Syracuse Orangemen (accept either)

4. In a recent episode, the title character asked Humuhumu to appoint him to a high-raking cabinet post, and was offered the position of “secretary of steak.”  One of the title character’s friends has an adoptive son named Clayton, whom he found while making an annual pilgrimage to Ascension Island.  The title character sometimes associates with a lazy polar bear named Thornton, and also spends time with the nerdy Ernest.  His other comrades include the business-oriented Hawthorne and the unwed Fillmore, while his wife Megan is notable for her temper.  It is set near Kapupu, and stars a lazy figure who sometimes battles giant squids.  FTP, name this Jim Toomey-created comic strip about a great white shark.

ANSWER: Sherman’s Lagoon
5. They have recorded a mix album for Azuli Records’ Late Night Tales series and their upcoming September 2006 album will contain the songs “TV Destroy” and “My Own Sun.”  The song “Mike Mills,” which references their favorite video director, contains numerous strings, while “Alone in Kyoto” represented theit second collaboration with a certain filmmaker.  Both of those songs can be found on 2004’s Talkie Walkie, an album that reestablished the critical credentials they lost after 10,000 Hz Legend.  FTP, name this duo consisting of Nicolas Godin and Jean-Benoit Dunckel, best known for their critically acclaimed album Moon Safari and for scoring Sofia Coppola’s The Virgin Suicides.

ANSWER: Air
6. His early successes in Europe included a victory at 1989’s Volvo Open Championship, and four years later he beat Mark Wiebe to win the Buick Classic in his first North American event.  After winning the Buick Open and the Memorial Tournament in 1997, he shot a course-record-tying 66 in the second day at Sahalee to win the 1998 PGA Championship, his first major victory.  After edging out Charles Howell III to win the 2002 Tour Championship, he was the PGA money leader in 2003, and in 2004 picked up his third major by winning the PGA Championship yet again.  FTP, name this man who was on top of the World Golf Rankings in 2005, perhaps the finest golfer ever produced by Fiji.

ANSWER: Vijay Singh
7. In one episode he was confused with a loud-mouthed shnook, while in another he gets entangled with Kid Banty, the pinfeatherweight boxing champ.  He was based on a character voiced by Kenny Delmar for the Fred Allen radio show.  One of his rivals was a diminutive and confused hawk named Henery, while he would often be occupied with babysitting Egghead, Jr. in order to make up to Egghead’s mother, Miss Prissy.  He was fond of singing “Camptown Races” while playing pranks on another of his rivals, Barnyard Dawg.  FTP, name this cartoon rooster voiced by Mel Blanc.

ANSWER: Foghorn Leghorn  (prompt on partial answer)
8. Gordon Carper claimed that one of these “saved his life,” and Don Windham called it “an investment in good health and good sex.”  The state of Ohio might disagree as it sued the parent company for unfair business practices in 2005, settling for $425,000.  The top of the line is the “Monaco,” which comes with wood trim and a retainer bar cover, while all models no longer come with a FREE 25-INCH COLOR TV.  The Model I remains the most popular, but it is advertising for the Model II that has the AARP’s ElderWatch up in arms.  Claiming to provide relief from such things as “positional gastric reflux” and “localized water retention,” prices start in the $2,000 range for a twin.  FTP, name these adjustable beds long advertised on TV.

ANSWER: Craftmatic adjustable beds

9. The hero’s friends include the youngster’s Chico and Benedito, who admire his way with the ladies.  It ends with a visit to a morgue, depicted as a bureaucratic nightmare, after a man in a skull costume chases a woman into an abandoned street car depository.  Although Mira wants to get married to the title figure, he has eyes for the newcomer who has arrived just in time for Carnaval.  It won the 1959 Palme d’Or and the 1960 Oscar for best foreign language film and starred Brenno Mello in the title role, and Marpessa Dawn as his doomed love.  FTP, name this Brazilian version of a Greek myth that centers on the lover of Eurydice, a film by Marcel Camus.

ANSWER: Black Orpheus (do not prompt on or accept “Orpheus”)

10. One of this author’s books includes chapters which discuss “the Gucci position on domestic policy” and “how to go from being a ‘jut-jawed maverick’ to a ‘clueless Neanderthal’ in one easy step.”  Another of this author’s books includes chapters entitled “Neville Chamberlain Had His Reasons, Too” and “How Truman Won the Cold War During the Reagan Administration,” and includes discussions of Alger Hiss, Joe McCarthy, and Vietnam.  After helping to found The Cornell Review as an undergrad, this author was an editor of the Michigan Law Review before going on to work at the Center for Individual Rights, though she is better known for such books as High Crimes and Misdemeanors, Slander, and Treason.  FTP, name this abrasive yet inane conservative pundit who attacks what she calls “liberalism” in books like this year’s Godless.

ANSWER: Ann Coulter
11. In 1987, Cal Murphy was replaced as coach of this team by future Oregon State coach Mike Riley.  More recently, it has been coached by Dave Ritchie and Jim Daley, who in 2005 was succeeded by current coach Doug Berry.  Its current roster includes a Heisman Trophy runner-up from Iowa, Brad Banks, who was picked up in the dispersal draft after the Renegades were dissolved.  This team won the first of its ten titles in 1935, and since 1953 has played at Canad Inns Stadium.  FTP, name this team which inspired the name of Labatt Blue, a Canadian Football League franchise based in the capital of Manitoba.

ANSWER: Winnipeg Blue Bombers (accept either)
12. A Spanish version of this anthem which was recorded by the group Charanga 76 added conga drums, though they kept the rhythmic soul claps.  Its lyrics admonish the listener to recognize those who have “a negative vibe” and urge them to get themselves together and collectively “polish up our act.”  They further note that although many things have “held us down,” “things are finally comin around.”  The best-known hit for a duo that had formerly been part of Otis Redding’s Epsilons, and had been named Talk of the Town, the song’s titular phrase is followed throughout by the emphatic refrain “We’re on the Move!”  FTP, name this song that tells its listeners “to not let nothing, nothing stand” in their way,  a 1979 #1 R&B hit by McFadden and Whitehead.

ANSWER: “Ain’t No Stoppin’ Us Now”  

13. His place is more rough and tumble than the “goulash joint on 7th street” or the Chesterfield.  When he issues a challenge to the hero he says of him “just like a young man, coming in for a quickie.”  We eventually learn that he is Grama’s silent partner and owns half of all his markers.  Among those who first meet at his place are Joey “Knish” and the hero, who returns for a second time on borrowed money from Professor Petrovsky.  The last words we hear from him, in his bizarre accent, are “pay that man his money,” shortly after he is undone by his fondness for Oreo cookies.  FTP, name this Russian mobster and card shark played by John Malkovich in Rounders who seems to have been named for the secret police service of the Soviet Union.

ANSWER: Teddy KGB (prompt on partial answer, I guess)

14. He is named for his father, who played professionally for the Calgary Stampeders and the Shreveport Steamers of the World League.  After playing quarterback at James Bowie High School he almost went to Texas to play wide receiver, but instead devoted himself to baseball when he was selected in the first round of the 1997 draft.  In the 2003 All-Star Game, he doubled off Eric Gagne to set up the decisive home run by Hank Blalock.  In 2002, his rookie season, he hit .275 with 100 RBI, though teammate Eric Hinske won Rookie of the Year honors.  FTP, name this center fielder for the Blue Jays who is related by marriage to a portly Red Sox pitcher nicknamed “Boomer.”

ANSWER: Vernon Wells III
15. In 2005, four of her works were chosen by the French postal service to adorn a set of commemorative stamps.  This member of the New Zealand Order of Merit has published such books as Until Now and Pure.  Another high profile work is Miracle, a collaboration with Celine Dion that featured her singing such songs as “It’s a Wonderful World” and a bevy of lullabies.  Her first success, Down in the Garden, featured a cover adorned by a small child in a yellow fairy costume.  FTP, name this photographer known for her idealized images of babies dressed as animals and flowers.

ANSWER: Anne Geddes
16. This song is covered by Lovejoy on the album Romantic and Square is Hip and Aware, while it is covered by Million Dead as the opening track of a dreadful tribute album to the group that first performed it.  A 1988 novel which was named after this song centered on a young woman named Karen who enters the titular condition after a party and wakes up 17 years later.  It was the fourth track on its band’s last studio album, 1987’s Strangeways, Here We Come.  The singer notes that there were times when he could have murdered the titular female, and acknowledges that it’s “really serious” before asking to be allowed to whisper his last goodbyes.  FTP, name this title shared by a Douglas Coupland novel and a song by the Smiths about a woman who has lost consciousness.  

ANSWER: “Girlfriend in a Coma”

17. In an episode of this show, one character failed to make waffles and instead decided to make hot dogs; at the same time, another character was learning that his girlfriend had decided to move to Hawaii.  After his older brother dies, the title character takes in his sister-in-law Allison, played by Madchen Amick, and also sees her daughter Zoey and their grandmother come to live with him.  The title character lives next door to his best friend Chris and works as a head chef at a Chicago restaurant, or did prior to this show’s cancellation in the spring.  FTP, name this short-lived ABC sitcom starring Brian Austin Green and Sarah Michelle Gellar’s husband in the title role.

ANSWER: Freddie
18. They introduced a revolutionary non-negotiation policy and, according to their website, they were instrumental in revising the Great Seal of the U.S.  Persons associated with this name include Jean Schlumberger and Paloma Picasso, and most recently their CEO, Michael Kowalski, introduced the Frank Gehry collection.  Their sterling silver business card holder is available for $150, a far cry from the bucks one has to shell out to acquire the Lucida, Legacy, or Etoile set versions of their best known product.  FTP, if you are handed a gift adorned in a white ribbon around a namesake blue box, then you’ve received a piece of jewelry from what iconic jewelry company?

ANSWER: Tiffany’s (accept Tiffany and Co.)

19. One character has a file of the titular things on his G4, and later stops to pick up some zip discs, at which point his passenger hops into the back of a truck.  Later, a child named Peter Paul offers some Nerds to a woman he finds by a brook.  That woman faints after being offered a “Jesus tear” made by Mama Sunshine.  This film centers on a girl known as both Henrietta and Aviva, who goes with a man known as Earl to assassinate an abortionist named Dr. Fleischer.  Aviva is played by eight actresses, including Jennifer Jason Leigh.  FTP, name this recent film which opens with the funeral of Dawn Wiener, a movie directed by Todd Solondz whose name refers to David Ferris’ favorite kind of NAQT question.

ANSWER: Palindromes
20. This group’s second EP featured such tracks as “Remember to Breathe” and the titular “So Impossible,” and featured guitar work by Dan Hoerner of Sunny Day Real Estate.  Their next EP featured “Living in Your Letters” and “Turpentine Chaser,” as well as two other tracks from the band’s 2000 debut album.  That album featured the song which gave this group its name, “The Sharp Hint of New Tears,” as well as “Screaming Infidelities” and the title track, “The Swiss Army Romance.”  In 2006, this group released an album which includes a duet with Adam Duritz, “So Long, So Long,” and the single “Don’t Wait.”  FTP, name this group led by Chris Carrabba, which most recently released Dusk and Summer.

ANSWER: Dashboard Confessional
Bonuses:

1. Answer the following about albums created by Big Boi and Dre, FTPE:

[10] This song documenting a celebration was their first single of note from Southernplayalisticadillacmuzik.  According to the song’s spoken word introduction, “the scene was thick with El Dogs … I’m talking about a black man heaven here.”

ANSWER: “Player’s Ball”

[10] Featuring Sleepy Brown on vocals, this song off Stankonia featured a video where the boys wake up and go about their daily beauty routines, all in hopes of achieving the titular level of aesthetic splendor.

ANSWER: “So Fresh, So Clean”

[10] This newest, and possibly final, Outkast record is supposed to be released on August 22, 2006 and is essentially the soundtrack to a musical film of the same name.

ANSWER: Idlewild
2. Who is this “Mr. Belvedere”?  In honor of Tom Waters, answer these questions about one of the great polymaths of our time, FTPE:

[10] Mr. Belvedere was actually this actor, who also appeared as Mr. Roarke’s assistant Lawrence in one season of Fantasy Island.

ANSWER: Christopher Hewett
[10] Mr. Belvedere lived with this family, whose kooky members included parents George and Marsha, and their children Wesley, Kevin, and Heather.

ANSWER: the Owens family

[10] George Owens was played by this talented thespian, who also appeared as Harry Doyle in the movie Major League.

ANSWER: Bob Uecker
3. The Portland Trail Blazers were indubitably one of the teams of the NBA in the 1990s.  Name these talented Blazers of that era, FTPE:

[10] This Eastern Illinois product was the NBA’s Most Improved Player in 1988, but after a couple of All-Star seasons his chubbiness overtook him and he was traded to Washington for Harvey Grant in a deal that did neither team any good.

ANSWER: Kevin Duckworth (accept “The Duck”)

[10] He was the pride of Virginia’s Longwood College before starring for Portland, but after being displaced by Cliff Robinson he was left unprotected in the expansion draft and picked up by the Raptors.  

ANSWER: Jerome Kersey
[10] This center finally started playing for Portland in 1995, having been selected as the team’s first round pick in the 1986 draft.  He spent seven seasons with the Blazers, despite his creaky knees, before buying his former European team, BC Zalgiris.

ANSWER: Arvydas Sabonis
4. Earth Day is held on April 22 because it was the birthday of this actor and activist, who helped bring about the first Earth Day.  FTPE:

[10] Name this native of Rock Island, Illinois who died in 2005, but who will always be remembered for playing Oliver Wendell Douglas on Green Acres.

ANSWER: Eddie Albert
[10] Eddie Albert received his first Oscar nomination for playing Irving Radovich in this 1953 film, which starred Audrey Hepburn in an Oscar-winning role as Princess Ann.

ANSWER: Roman Holiday
[10] Albert got a Golden Globe nomination for his work in this 1974 movie, which centered on a character named Paul Crewe; a recent remake of this film starred James Cromwell in Albert’s role.

ANSWER: The Longest Yard
5. The singer has a friend who was a big baseball player back in high school, and who could throw that speedball by you.  FTPE:

[10] Name this song from a 1984 album, which also mentions a girl who split up from her husband Bobby.

ANSWER: “Glory Days”

[10] Name the title track from that same 1984 album, which refers to someone who was “born down in a dead man town” and who had “a buddy at Khe Sahn” with a “little girl in Saigon.”

ANSWER: “Born in the U.S.A.”
[10] Name the singer who released that album, which also includes the tracks “No Surrender” and “Dancing in the Dark.”

ANSWER: Bruce Springsteen
6. In the original game, a win could be achieved by capturing two enemy capitals, though that changed with the introduction of so-called “victory cities.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this board game set during World War II, which was part of Milton Bradley’s Gamemaster series in the 1980s.

ANSWER: Axis & Allies
[10] Though Axis & Allies might have been the best-seller of the Gamemaster games, many cognoscenti felt that it paled in comparison to this game in which players could hire ronin and employ a ninja to assassinate rival daimyos.

ANSWER: Shogun (accept Samurai Swords)

[10] Still, Adam Kemezis always preferred this game set in antiquity, in which players with catapults tended to run rampant.

ANSWER: Conquest of the Empire
7. Name these Russian hockey stars, FTPE:

[10] This three-time Stanley Cup winner with the Red Wings, one of the best passers of all-time, centered the National team’s potent “Green Line” during the team’s glory years in the ‘80s. 

ANSWER: Igor Larionov

[10] This man played as a right winger with Igor Larionov.  At the age of 31 he became NHL Rookie of the Year in 1989, and in his prime he was named Soviet Player of the Year eight times. 

ANSWER: Sergei Makarov

[10] This long-time captain of the Soviet National team, who currently serves as Minister of Sport in Russia, broke into the league with the Devils, but would win two Stanley Cups with the Red Wings.

ANSWER: Viacheslav “Slava” Fetisov
8. A recent Criterion Collection release of this film includes as a bonus its director’s first film, It’s Impossible to Learn to Plow by Reading Books.  FTPE:

[10] Name this film which was released in 1991 after being made for less than $25,000, whose characters include a disturbed woman who wants to sell one of Madonna’s Pap smears.

ANSWER: Slacker
[10] This director of the recent A Scanner Darkly created Slacker.

ANSWER: Richard Linklater
[10] This 1996 Richard Linklater film was based on a play by Eric Bogosian, and starred Nicky Katt and Giovanni Ribisi as young deadbeats hanging out near a convenience store.

ANSWER: subUrbia
9. Name these men’s magazines from a description of their regular features, FTPE:

[10] “Know and Tell” offers quotes from recent happenings and previews new products, while “Anthropology” tries to detect the difference between someone who is gay and someone who is hetero, but might just look gay—like a small dog owner or a talk show diva’s husband.

ANSWER: Details
[10] “Manual” opens the magazine with the motto “Look Sharp. Live Smart”; “The Essentials” breaks down what movies not to miss, what CDs to buy, and what books to read; “Open Letter” is found on the back page.

ANSWER: Gentlemen’s Quarterly
[10] “The Guide,” as the title suggests, offers ways to improve your life and wardrobe; “10 Things You Didn’t Know About Women” is usually written by a celebrity; “Answer Fella” is kind of like the dude from “The Straight Dope” but not as lewd.

ANSWER: Esquire
10. It ends with “This Love of Mine,” while the song which gives the album its title was written by David Mann and Bob Hilliard.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1955 concept album, the first 12-inch LP by its artist, which was inspired by his separation from Ava Gardner.

ANSWER: In the Wee Small Hours
[10] In the Wee Small Hours was released by this singer, whose other albums include Songs for Swingin’ Lovers and Watertown.

ANSWER: Frank Sinatra
[10] In 1960 Frank Sinatra founded this music label, which is now a subsidiary of Warner Brothers.  It has released such recent albums as American Idiot, though it notoriously turned down Wilco’s Yankee Hotel Foxtrot.

ANSWER: Reprise Records

11. Sure, you’ve heard of Mario Williams, but how much do you know about NC State’s other great football players?  Name these Wolfpack immortals, FTPE:

[10] This wide receiver was a first-round pick for the Rams in 1999, and his younger brother is a safety for the Lions.

ANSWER: Torry Holt
[10] This linebacker at NC State in the late ‘70s went on to play for the Eagles and Browns.  The highlight of his playing career came when he broke the leg of Bears kick returner and future head coach Jeff Fisher, though he might be better known as a coach.

ANSWER: Bill Cowher
[10] After starring at Alabama’s Athens High School, he led the Wolfpack to four straight bowl games and was the MVP of five bowl games, including 2004’s Senior Bowl.

ANSWER: Philip Rivers
12. In a 2002 Twilight Zone episode called “The Lineman” his character is hit by lightning and it turns out he can read thoughts.  FTPE:

[10] Name this actor who might be better known for his recent role as Adam Fiedler in Keeping Up with the Steins and for undertaking a spiritual journey to India, as shown on the Discovery Channel.

ANSWER: Jeremy Piven

[10] In this 2003 Todd Philips film Jeremy Piven played Dean “Cheese” Pritchard, the nemesis of Mitch Martin’s new fraternity.

ANSWER: Old School

[10] Jeremy Piven played Alan Weiss in this 2004 film starring Mark Harmon as President James Foster and Mandy Moore as his teenage daughter, whose burgeoning love life causes her to run away from her Secret Service retainers during a trip to Europe.

ANSWER: Chasing Liberty
13. Name these members of NAQT from their official biographies, FTPE.  Note that these might be “current members,” “former members,” or “members emereti.”

[10] Though he grew up in the “quiz-bowl deprived area” of Carmel, California, he went on to be a founder of the Caltech Quizbowl Club as a grad student, and now works to develop the CMAQ model in North Carolina.

ANSWER: Chris Nolte
[10] This one-time Vice President of Operations for NAQT played four years of quizbowl at Livonia Stevenson High School, where he led the Double Blue and White to the 1995 State Finals.  He has won four “national championships,” including two “academic” ones he won in 1998 and 2000.

ANSWER: Craig D. Barker
[10] He grew up in Seoul, Korea before getting a degree in computer science from an American university of sorts.  Along with his wife, son, and “Labrador retriever Banjo,” he lives in Seattle.

ANSWER: Ken Jennings
14. It notes that other guys all want to take the singer for a ride, but when she walks they talk of a suicide.  FTPE:

[10] Name this song, which poses the salient question “If tomorrow the world ends / Why shouldn’t we be with the one we really love?” and which is also available in a “Scumfrog’s Extreme Makeover” mix.

ANSWER: “Stars Are Blind”

[10] “Stars Are Blind” is the first single from this artist’s debut album, which also features the tracks “Screwed” and “Turn It Up.”

ANSWER: Paris Hilton
[10] This rapper did production work for Paris Hilton’s album; his own albums with the East Side Boyz include Kings of Crunk and Put Yo Hood Up.

ANSWER: Lil Jon (accept Jonathan Smith)

15. The second of its title characters was Jason McCabe, who was played by William Conrad.  FTPE:

[10] Name this TV drama set in Los Angeles and Hawaii, which first appeared on CBS in 1987.

ANSWER: Jake and the Fatman
[10] This mystery series centering on Dr. Mark Sloan was a spin-off from Jake and the Fatman; its early seasons featured Scott Baio as Dr. Jack Stewart.

ANSWER: Diagnosis: Murder
[10] This actor starred as Mark Sloan on Diagnosis: Murder, which also featured his son Barry as a lieutenant in the LAPD.

ANSWER: Dick van Dyke
16. They won the Temple Cup in 1895, four years before ceasing to exist.  FTPE:

[10] Name this old-timey baseball team which moved from the American Association to the National League in 1890, which lost 134 games in its last year of existence.

ANSWER: Cleveland Spiders (accept either)

[10] In addition to sucking in 1899, the Spiders are remembered for being the first major league team this Hall of Fame pitcher played for.  He left them in 1898, but returned to Cleveland as a member of the Naps in 1909 before retiring as a Boston Rustler in 1911.

ANSWER: (Denton True) Cy Young
[10] The Spiders closed down after their owners bought a club in this city and moved most of the team’s stars over to it.  The National League franchise here was briefly called the “Perfectos” before receiving an avian moniker.

ANSWER: St. Louis
17. He may have fathered a daughter with the priestess Crysania, but is best remembered for trying to challenge Takhisis, the Queen of Darkness.  FTPE:

[10] Name this mage who first appeared in the novel Dragons of Autumn Twilight, but would later have a trilogy written about his time during the Cataclysm on Krynn.

ANSWER: Raistlin Majere (prompt on just “Majere”)

[10] This was Raistlin’s twin brother, who fought alongside him during the War of the Lance, and later married Tika Waylan.

ANSWER: Caramon Majere (prompt on just “Majere”)

[10] Raistlin was given this powerful artifact, whose crystal glowed blue on top, after passing his test in the tower of High Sorcery.  It was later passed on to his nephew Palin.

ANSWER: Staff of Magius
