Honestly, whenever I think of Egypt I think of Ancient Egypt and Cleopatra not a modern society.

I think of Egytians as being similar to Europeans in their style and manner. This is maybe a stereotype but the truth is I do not have an idea of a stereotypical Egyptian

Men: strong because they need to carry all those stones to build the pyramids

Women: wearing hijabs? A mixture between Western women and traditional Muslim women

I expect the women in Egypt to dress conservatively. It is close to the Middle East, and that is the stereotype I associate with that region.

Men are considered legally and socially superior to women, making them more vocal and 

independent.

Women struggle for equality in this male-dominated society, and are therefore relegated 

to take less assertive, more subservient roles.

I think of a typical Egyptian man as being dressed in robes. Has a beard and looks very foreign and middle-eastern. Most of what I think about is based on Indiana Jones films, haha. I think of the women in two ways. One as the absolutely covered up with only the eyes showing and the other as the middle-eastern seductress belly dancer type.

I have no idea what a stereotypical Egyptian man is like.  I suppose he would be Middle 

Eastern looking, wearing robes with possibly a turban or fez of some sort.

I don't know much about Egyptian culture, but I think there are a lot of Muslims in 

Egypt, so I would picture the stereotypical Egyptian man as wearing a turban and woman as 

wearing clothes that cover most of her body and face.

The stereotypical male wears a full-length, lightly colored gown and a white turban, sits cross-legged, and smokes hookah. The stereotypical woman wears a gown covering her whole body, does the household cleaning/cooking, and have been circumcised.

Man is Islamic-looking and speaks broken English in a thick accent, woman is skinny and reticent. 

Man is a hard worker, tanned body, and builds pyramids while the woman is beautifully exotic, Cleopatra-esque.
