A The 194 form is the most important document indicatirmgirylegal entry to the US and
required for your legal stay in this country. T-94 form is a whitezolored form that will be
given to nondS citizens by the immigration services officialgpically this form is hande
to you in the airplane together with the US custdons1. Please make sure that this forr
filled out correctly and is consistent with y personal information in your passport.

A Always protect your B4 form with utmost care. Loss of this form couésult in seriou:
problems regarding your immigration sta

A Always keep he following documents accessible during your ¢dp not check them in wit
your baggage): Passpor-20, admission letter, letter from your advisory@u have one
your funding support documents, address of reselendhe US and any other impmt
documentation you have received from the unive

A Upon your arrival in the US, you will be asked tmywide your address in the US, yc
parents' names and birtlates, and the information of a contact persoménusS. You cal
find the complete addss of your assigned housing by sending an eroathé housing
office.

Financial Affairs

A If you do not have financial support from the umérg, make sure that you have acces
other financial resources before traveling heresdBlaon our pasexperience, before you c
find a reliable source of funding, you will needpagximately $15000 per quarter to co'
your tuition and living expenses for the first teyoarters



A If the university has promised you financial sugpaote that it will take 2-3 weeks before
you receive your first paycheck. Therefore, you trhes able to cover your initial expenses
(about $1500) before the arrival of your first pagck.

Medical Records

A A medical examination at the university’s healtimtee (Vaden Health Center) is one of the
requirements for registration in the university.vit@ your medical history documents
(including vaccination history) with you will fadiate and expedite the completion of this
process. Note that starting this year, Vaden asd@ptntiferon test for tuberculosis. The test
can also be done at Vaden at a reasonable price.

A The Stanford medical insurance does not cover bemaik or prescription glasses. Given the
high cost of these services in the US, get a thgitralental and eye examination before your
trip.

Before Your Trip

A Stanford has a relatively mild climate. The minimt@mperature in winter is around 0°C
and the maximum temperature in summer is usuals lthan 35°C. However, the
temperature varies greatly from day to night. Retvento bring appropriate clothing for
such weather in the first few weeks of your stay.

A If you want to buy electronic devices such as dojapnote that these items are generally
cheaper in the US. Also, any electronic equipmkeat you have, should be compatible with
110V power supply.

A Bringing any fruits, seeds (even baked seeds useshack), and dried fruits to the US is
strictly prohibited. Almost all ingredients usedRersian cuisine are easily accessible from
nearby stores and there is no need to bring theses iwith you.
