Please complete this form to request summer research funding support (up to $4,500.00) in the First year of the PhD degree program in
Anthropology for pre-dissertation field research. ANTHRO First-year Ph.D. students may opt-in to a ‘pre-dissertation research funding’
program intended to provide security of research-related funding support. For the summer quarter in the First year of the ANTHRO Ph.D.
degree program, the department will ‘top-off’ funding, raised by the First-year Ph.D. student via extra-department sources, to a total of
$4,500.00. This department program is offered on a temporary basis and the provision of funding support is subject to availability of
department funds. Students receive written notification of a decision via email after review by the Graduate Committee. In addition,
students may apply to the Department Language Committee for non-research funding specific to language training needs. Funding received
from the Language Committee is not counted against the research funding discussed above.

Examples:

—Studznt A applies to two extra-department sources, and receives an award from one source in the amount of $3,000.00. The department
provides $1,500.00 in additional funding for a total of $4,500.00.

-Student B applies to two extra-department sources, and does not receive any funding awards. The department provides $4,500.00 in
additional funding for a total of $4,500.00.

-Student C applies to two extra-department sources, and is awarded $2,500.00 from one source and $3,000.00 from another source, for a
total of $5,500.00. Since the student has secured summer funding in excess of $4,500, the department provides no additional funding.
