VSO Constitution

Article I. Name of Organization

Colombian Students Association at Stanford (CSAS)

Article II. Organization Description

The Colombian Students Association at Stanford aims to: 

· Promote the knowledge of Colombian culture among the Stanford community; 

· Organize and support cultural, social and recreational events for the Colombian students at Stanford and those interested in Colombia;

· Provide information to prospective Colombian students;

· Encourage the exchange of ideas about issues related to Colombia. 

Article III. Eligibility for Membership

The CSAS is open to all Stanford students that have an interest in Colombian affairs, culture or people.  It is not required for a member to be Colombian or of Colombian descent.

Article IV. Officers

A. Titles and Responsibilities:
· President: primary spokesperson from the association with other organizations and with Stanford University.

· Financial Officer: manages the association’s accounts and prepares budgets for the activities.

B. Elections
Elections will be held every year at the end of the Spring Quarter.  The President and Financial Officer are chosen by majority vote.  Elections can also be held upon request from a majority of its members.

C. Removal Process
An officer that acts in violation of the OSA or university regulations may be removed from its position in the association.  A meeting will be held where the officer is given the opportunity to explain his or her behavior and the members will vote on the continuity of his or her position in the association.  

D. Length of Term
The length of the terms of the officers is one year.

Article V. Dissolution of Organization

A. Disposition of Uncommitted Funds

In the event of dissolution of the organization, any uncommitted funds will be given to the ASSU.

B. Disposition of Property

In the event of dissolution of the organization, any property will be given to the ASSU or to the CLAS.  The officers in charge at the moment of the dissolution will decide which properties go to which of these two organizations.

Article VI. Procedure to Amend Constitution

This constitution may be amended by majority vote.
